SITUATION OF THE COVID-19 INFECTION
IN BRUNEI DARUSSALAM

|. The Ministry of Health would like to inform the public that today,
Saturday, 28 Syawal 1441 /20 June 2020, Alhamdulillah with the grace
of Allah Subhanahu Wa Ta’Ala, there is no new case of COVID-19
infection in the country. Therefore, the total number of COVID-

19 cases in Brunei Darussalam remains at 141 cases.

2. Meanwhile, all the contacts that has undergone quarantine in
accordance to the Infectious Diseases Act (Chapter 204), where a
total of 2,823 individuals have completed their quarantine.
However, there are 263 individuals who are undergoing mandatory
isolation at the monitoring centers provided by the Government, who
have just arrived in the country after traveling abroad. At present, a
total of 2,515 individuals have completed their mandatory self-

isolation at the monitoring centres.



3. In the past 24 hours, a total of 56 samples have been tested for the
SARS-CoV-2 virus that brings the total number of laboratory tests

conducted since January 2020 to 26,251 tests.

4. Following the announcement on the Bruhealth App, Alhamdulillah at
this time a total of 393,033 individuals have registered to the
application. For companies and premises, a total of 10,017 have
registered for the BruHealth application. Meanwhile, regarding the
premiseScan application, a total of 5,459 have downloaded the

PremiseScan application by 4,1 16 business premises.
